The Shaker Heights Police Department has

Neighborhood Revitalization also requested that
the nuisance abatement program be financed
again by the sale of taxable special obligation
notes awarded and sold at a private sale to the
Cuyahoga County Treasurer in the amount of
$500,000. The debt service for this note is paid
by property owners of the houses listed as
nuisance property.

Christopher Neilson, Commissioner of the
Cleveland Water Department, outlined the
proposed Regional Water Service, Asset
Transfer and Economic Development Zone
agreements. The City of Cleveland increased
water rates over the past five years. The
proposed plan would regionalize the water
supply and place it as the responsibility of the
City of Cleveland. Ownership and replacement
and repairs would no longer be the
responsibility of the suburbs and the
implementation of a fiveyear $10million per

year water-main replacement and repair plan
becomes the responsibility of the Cleveland Water
Services. The plan requires each participating
suburb to limit tax abatement for any business
relocating from Cleveland to the suburb or to share
